Electrical Standard for Traction see NMRA Standard S-5, RP-12 and module electrical Standards.

Track Standards shall be prescribed by NMRA Standard S-5. Use of Standard S-6 track centers for curved track
should be used ONLY where heavy multiple unit cars and electric locomotives will NOT be permitted to operate.
